
 

Frequently Asked Questions 

These are some frequently asked questions about Second Nature Entrada.  We hope that this answers most of your 
questions about who we are and what we do.

What kind of company is Second Nature Entrada? 

Second Nature Entrada is a year-round licensed therapeutic wilderness program.   We use the wilderness to assist clients 
in their journey toward healthy behaviors and rewarding relationships.  We are owner-operated and offer opportunities 
for development and growth. 

What types of clients does Second Nature Entrada work 
with?  

Second Nature works with adolescents from thirteen to 
seventeen years of age as well as adults from eighteen years of 
age and up.  The majority of our clients are referred to the 
program by Educational Consultants who help parents map 
out the most appropriate pƭŀƴ ŦƻǊ ǘƘŜƛǊ ǎƻƴ ƻǊ ŘŀǳƎƘǘŜǊΩs 
needs. Clients typically exhibit the following behaviors: fail to 
respond to rules, act entitled, make poor decisions, 
underachieve or experience a decline in academic 
performance, have low self-confidence, experience conflict 
within their families. Some of the emotional and behavioral 
issues we work with are depression, learning differences, 
oppositional defiant disorder, attention deficit disorder, 
substance abuse, anger management, and inappropriate 
behavior.  

How does our program help the clients? 

Second Nature is designed to teach clients healthy ways to express their emotions and appropriate behavior patterns.  
Because the wilderness is a shock for most of our clients, their typical defense mechanisms are ineffective and they are 
convinced to try new behaviors.  They gain confidence and self-esteem through learning backpacking and primitive 
skills.  This allows them to try the positive behaviors that they see staff and other ŎƭƛŜƴǘΩǎ role modeling.  Through 
natural consequences and the feedback they receive from staff and clients, they can immediately perceive whether the 
new behavior is working for them. 
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Where is Second Nature Entrada located? 

Second Nature Entrada is located in Santa Clara, Utah (just 
north of St. George).  Washington County has over 100,000 
residents.  The city offers restaurants, movie theaters, and lots 
of outdoor activities.  With over 300 sunny days a year, there is 
plenty of time to enjoy all the mountain biking, hiking, 
swimming, boating, and rock climbing that St. George has to 
offer.  We are approximately five hours South of Salt Lake City 
off Highway 15 and under two hours east of Las Vegas, 
Nevada.  We are also less than an hour away from Zion 
National Park and two hours away from Bryce Canyon National 
Park.   

What is the climate like?  

The climate is semi-arid with two separate rainfall seasons in the early spring and late summer which averages about 
eight inches of annual precipitation and over 300 days of sunshine. Temperatures in the summer range from the upper 
90s during the day to mid-60s at night while winter temperatures are fairly mild with daily highs in the 50s and 60s and 
lows reaching into the teens and 20s. Although temperatures in the summer months can get very warm, the low 
humidity makes these temperatures agreeable. Winter months rarely see any measurable snowfall. 

What are the responsibilities of a Field Instructor? 

Field Instructors keep our clients safe while backpacking in the high desert of 
Southern Utah.  They facilitate a clinically-focused wilderness experience that 
allows our clients to actualize their potential.  Our Instructors teach and role-model 
healthy expressions of emotion and appropriate behavior patterns.  Instructors 
work with doctorate level therapists as a treatment team.  In addition to the clinical 
approach, Field Instructors teach primitive skills, backpacking skills, and Leave No 
Trace ethics.   

 

What are some of the challenges and rewards of the job?  

The job is both physically and emotionally challenging which creates 
the opportunity for personal growth and development every day.  
Aside from receiving feedback in the field, Field Instructors receive 
weekly training from our therapists and have the opportunity to 
attend a variety of professional conferences.  Along with personal 
growth, Field Instructors facilitate and are directly involved in the 
growth, change, and development of our clients.  It is extremely 
rewarding to partƛŎƛǇŀǘŜ ƛƴ ŀƴƻǘƘŜǊ ǇŜǊǎƻƴΩǎ journey toward a 
healthy and meaningful life. 
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What qualifications do I need? 

To work for Second Nature Entrada you must be at least 21 
years of age.  CPR and First Aid certification is required.  
Second Nature seeks people who have wilderness 
experience, either professional or personal.  Our instructors 
must be able to backpack five days a week between two to 
ten miles a day.  ! .ŀŎƘŜƭƻǊΩs degree in a related field or an 
equivalent amount of relevant experience is preferred.  The 
Field Instructor position requires a one year commitment. 

 

How do I become a Field Instructor? 

Send or fax a completed application, a resume, and three 
letters of professional recommendation to Second Nature 
Entrada.  The Entrada Recruiter will review your 
information and potentially contact you to schedule a 
telephone interview.  After the interview, you  may be 
invited to attend a seven day training period in the field.  
The offer of employment will not be extended until the 
conclusion of the training period.  Sending in all of the 
necessary information several weeks to months in advance 
will give you a better chance of participating in the training 
that best fits your schedule.  If you do not have an 
application please contact the Recruiter. 

 

What is the 
training? 

The training consists of seven- days spent in the field, backpacking and 
learning with experienced trainers and other trainees. The training will be 
both emotionally and physically challenging and rewarding. You will be 
hiking anywhere from 2 to 10 miles a day over medium to rugged terrain 
with a backpack the entire week. Second Nature trainers will ask you to be 
as open as you are willing to be, and you will also have the chance to learn 
about the program experientially.  

The training is not a competition with the other trainees. The training is 
viewed as an interview process where you will be observed within the 
structure of the program. It is a time for you as a trainee to άƛƴǘŜǊǾƛŜǿέ the 
program as well. Participating in the training does not guarantee you a job.  
However, if you have been selected to participate in the training you have 
already met some of the requirements and Second Nature has high hopes 
for you to be hired. 
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What is a Field Instructor's schedule? 

Our Instructors work an eight day shift in the field with six days off 
to mountain bike, rock climb, travel, or simply relax.  Staff change 
happens on Tuesday.  Every Tuesday you will either be going into 
the field or coming out of the field. 

Where do most Field Instructors live? 

Most Field Instructors live in St. George, UT and the surrounding 
area.  We do not provide any living arrangements through Second 
Nature.  Many people find living arrangements with other Field 
Instructors either sharing an apartment with a person on the 
opposite shift or renting a house together.  Several field instructors 
travel during their off weeks and do not have a permanent 
residence. 

How much will I be paid? 

After the training, you will be participating in a three shift 
internship required of all trainees at $127.00 per day. After 
completing the internship, you can move up from Level I to Level V.  
Pay rates vary from Level I pay at $130.00 per day up to $195.00 
per day as Level V. Advancing in levels is accomplished by fulfilling 
all of the requirements outlined by the Field Directors and the 
Therapists. After working for one year you will receive a bonus.  After that you will continue receiving quarterly bonuses. 
Bonuses range anywhere from $250.00 to $800.00 depending on your level and how many months you have worked 
with the company. 

 

 

What is the internship? 

All new instructors begin by participating in an internship.  This consists of 
three, eight-day shifts.  During the internship, new instructors have the 
chance to learn the program by watching, doing, and listening to the 
experiences of senior staff.  The internship is completed after 24 days in 
the field and two, excellent written evaluations. 

What kind of benefits does Second Nature Entrada offer? 

We offer full health and dental insurance, active within about 60 days from 
your first day of employment.  We also offer paid vacations.  Entrada 
provides training stipends for WFR, professional conferences, hard-skills 
workshops, and other professional development.  We also offer a variety 
of professional gear deals. 
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
